I love the exotic plants and leaves, so beautifully portrayed in water colours and the surreal paintings produced by our senior girls.  Do look out for the cute pin cushions, knitted toys and beaded flags.  The ball in the centre of the hall is such a masterpiece ~ in fact it’s actually a lamp and each Grade in the school is represented in some way.
